CCA

Pudong and SCIS Pudong.  We also hosted a meet at SSIS with schools coming in from Shanghai to compete. We had a lot 
of students sign up and it was an excellent year for the swim team. 
Girl Guides 
This year at SSIS, we have three Girl Scout troops: Daisies, Brownies and Juniors.  This is what the three troops have been 
doing this year: 

The Daisies have explored arts and expression.  They have made lasting friends in our multicultural community.  

The Brownies have participated in World Thinking Day in Shanghai and have earned their outdoor explorer badge.   
The Juniors have written a play about bullying, had a sleepover at SSIS, and attended World Thinking Day in 
Shanghai.  They are currently planning and participating in activities related to health, fashion, cooking and sports.

Also during the Holiday season, they performed at the Christmas celebration for the Suzhou International 
Fellowship. With a slightly smaller group in the choir this spring, students representing SSIS as well as the whole of SIP in 
the Suzhou City Ex-pat Talent Show. The choir participated in a  4 week elimination process to reach the final round on 
April 15. In addition to various televised events, the students were involved with in school concerts and of course the

So far this 
year we have organised a New Years' Kookies & Kards sale, Popsicle and Lemonade sale, a Read-A-Thon, a Bake Sale and a 
Chinese children's Book Drive. The money goes to pay for Suzhou migrant student scholarships and to pay for eye 
examinations and glasses. The Chinese children's Book Drive paired with the Bake Sale raised enough funds to pay for 
several hundreds of books for a small library in a village in Henan province where many residents suffer from aids.

Roots & Shoots is global environmental and humanitarian youth program founded by the renowned scientist, Dr. Jane 
Goodall. The area of concern for our group is the care and protection of animals. This year we were fortunate to visit 
Shanghai for the Roots & Shoots festival to meet Dr. Goodall and hear her speak about the organization.
