Child Behavior: SSIS Behaviour 

Behavior Management Guidelines 
AT SSIS we believe in promoting a positive environment for all the people who are part of our school community.  As 
teachers and role models we model the attributes of the Learner Profile and also promote these attributes in our 
students. 

Positive Reinforcement 
Teachers actively look for ways to give positive feedback and praise to students.  Teachers can use their own form of 
positive rewards in the classroom. The Golden chair awards and the PYP profile medal are ways we highlight children 
when they display the attitudes and profiles. 

Consequence Steps  
If student behaviour does not change with positive reinforcement the following steps are used as guidelines to help a 
teacher deal with inappropriate behaviour. 

1. Verbal warning.  The teacher will speak to the student privately about their behavior and why it has merited a 
verbal warning.

3. Loss of privilege.  For example, not sitting next to a friend for one lesson or losing one break. 
4. Send to Grade Level coordinator  
5. Send to Assistant Principal. 

Please note that for serious violation of school rules, students can be sent straight to the Assistant Principal.  If a child is 
sent to the Assistant Principal there will be consequences for the child or loss of privilege, such as, loss of break time, time 
out, and making it up to the class.  For serious offences the parents will be contacted.

Math Reading Keys ð Students must learn that reading math texts is different from reading other 
kinds of textbooks (i.e. math language is conceptually laden but precise and compact and students 
often glide over the text thinking of looking for the problems to solve). Look at the following 
bookmark.  

Math Reading Keys Bookmark  
 

1. Read carefully to make sure each sentence makes sense.  
2. Summarize what you read in your own words.  
3. When you encounter tough  words think of easier words that mean the same 

thing and substitute.  
4. Discuss with a partner what you read  

a. to make sure you understand , and  
b. to clear up things you donõt understand 

5. Look for things the author assumes you already know, and things you have 
learned in math before.  

6. Read with a pencil  
a. to work any examples provided, and  
b. reread each section
