Welcome back to another fantastic year at SSIS! 
 
I hope that you all enjoyed the summer holiday and you are ready for another year in Suzhou. A big 
welcome to the 250 new students and parents who joined SSIS this year, I am sure that you will   
settle in quickly and in no time feel at home. I enjoyed meeting many of you at the New Family    
Orientation last Friday, and others at Reception Day on Saturday. 
 
Congratulations to our class of 2011 for their outstanding IB Diploma results, even better than      
before. Not only did they score an average of 36 (higher than the world average of 29),  25% scored 
40 or above and a large number received bi-lingual diplomas. Two students received scores of 44, 
nearly the perfect score of 45. 
 
I would also like to congratulate all our teachers who have taught this group of students over their 
years at SSIS; 33/44 courses at SSIS had class average scores above the world average with math and 
science the highest of all. 
 
Our most important resource is our teaching faculty. I have been impressed by the experience and 
dedication of our teachers. They have commenced the school year with enthusiasm and care for

Welcome back to all MYP students, from Grade 6 to 10, and their parents and 
families. 

One of our major aims during the last school year, and continuing into this school 
year, is the documentation of our curriculum.  Every course we offer in the MYP 
should by supported by the following documents: 

Course Descriptor ɀ This is a narrative paragraph outlining the content of a 
course throughout a year or semester.  These descriptors can be found on 
reports, on the website, in the Handbook of Studies and on DragonNet. 

Scope and Sequence ɀ This documents includes a timeline for all of the units 
being taught in a course over a grade level (the sequence) and a summary of 
the content, areas of interaction and assessments used in each unit (the 
scope). The Scope and Sequence of every course are available on the 
website and on DragonNet. 

Unit Plans ɀ Every unit has a unit plan.  This document is divided into 
sections called stages.  The first stage is the overall rationale of the unit: the 
significant concept behind the unit, details of the area of interaction that 
provides the context for the unit, and a unit question that a student can 
identify with and draws them into a unit. The next stage describes what 
assessments will be undertaken during the unit ɀ what criteria of the MYP 
subject will be assessed. Next we have a list, as clear as possible, of all the 
knowledge and skills that students will need to be successful in the 
assessment.  Some of the knowledge and skills may come from prior 
learning, but the rest will need to be taught or developed through the unit, 
and the unit plan includes a list of suggested learning activities that may help 
the student develop. Unit plans may be available on DragonNet, or from the 
teacher on request. 

A good opportunity to view and discuss these curriculum documents will be the 
ÆÏÒÔÈÃÏÍÉÎÇ Ȭ-ÅÅÔ ÔÈÅ 4ÅÁÃÈÅÒȭ ÅÖÅÎÉÎÇ this coming Thursday evening. During this 
event teachers will be available and more than happy to explain them and answer 
any questions you have.
