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Teaching your child social skills

Children progress through stages in their development.
These are:
1. Developing trust.
1 Create a warm, welcoming, nurturing environment.
1 Follow through on promises.
1 Be consistent (have a schedule, have family rules and enforce them the same way every time
and the same way with each child).

1 Talk about yourself and listen as your child talks about him/her self.
1 Be your child's best cheer leader.

2. Learning to separate from their parents

9 If your child screams and cries when you leave, stay a few minutes and get him/her involved
in an activity with their caregiver, then ease out the door.

9 This is hard for some parents and easy for others. If it is hard for you, try not to make your
child worried or afraid by your behavior - be cheerful, say good -bye at school and go out
looking happy even if you are sad inside.

Watching other children play from a distance.
Playing near other children but not with them.
Playing with ot her children.
1 Invite another child to your home to play with your child.
1 Your child will play with other children when he/she is ready.
6. Sharing and taking turns.
1 Talk with your child about sharing and turn taking.
1 You take turns with your child at home.
1 Encourage your child to talk about his/her feelings when others will not share or are rough.
Play games that require turn -taking like games with a spinner.
7. Stating opinions and desires.
1 Encourage your child to ve  rbalize his/her needs.
1 Ask your child's opinions often.
1 After reading a story to your child, ask his/her opinion of events or characters in the story.
9 Discuss real life situations - ask your child's opinion about what should be done in those
situations.
