	Essential Knowledge:

Origins of East-West rivalry-USSR-USA become enemies. 

Nature of the Cold War-ideological opposition, superpowers and spheres of influence, opposing alliances/diplomacy and the arms race. Cold War Developments-Europe, USA policy of containment and spread of the Cold War worldwide, brinkmanship, peaceful co-existence, related wars and non-alignment.

End of the Cold War- arms limitations, détente, opposition to communism, and opposition to the regime within communist countries.
