	What skills do we need to successfully recreate a scene from a script to emphasize a major theme? 

· Introduce play script. Assess prior knowledge of prose text. 

· Read through script “Pygmalion”.

· Background research student sheet on historical context of play

· Establish main themes

· Workshop characters, hot seating, improvised scenes based on the play, tableaux images from the play 

· Explore character voices – practicing tone, inflection, accent

· Improvise alternative endings to the play

· Discuss concept of abridging a scene.

· Students form groups and decide on scene or alternative scene that they will recreate. Choose main theme to focus on.

· Storyboarding and scriptwriting

· Rehearsals – teacher and peer feedback 

· Performance for an audience
